Tender Perennials

Tender perennial plants will not survive
freezing, but they will live for many
years if they do not freeze. Unless
noted other-wise they all like sun and
good drainage. Most bloom from May to
Oct. They need frost protection but not
heat in winter. I try to keep them above
350F, (+2°C) but they survive 28°F (-
20C) from time to time.

BH - Borderline Hardy

Plants marked BH will stand some frost
so should be fine in an unheated
greenhouse in England and have a
better than 50/50 chance of surviving
outside in a sheltered position here,
especially if the drainage is good and
you mulch the base. I usually leave the
plant in the ground and take a few
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cuttings inside as an insurance policy.
Again, they like plenty of sun. Those
which usually survive outdoors with me
are listed in the Hardy section.

Biennials &
Monocarpic Plants

Biennials store up energy for a year, then
explode into action the next year, zero to
six feet in three months is not uncommon.
Monocarpic plants are just slow biennials,
taking 3 or 4 years to get big enough to
flower, but then setting seed and dying just
like biennials.

Seed is best sown as soon as ripe (usually
midsummer). Or sow in June to get larger
plants. These can be planted out in early
autumn to overwinter outside. Almost all
will sow themselves and can be moved to
the right position when young, but self-
sown seedlings which are not moved
usually produce the very best plants

Many will live for several years if prevented
from seeding (cut flowerheads as flowers
fade if you do not want seed).

And tender perennials give you
about ten times as many flowers as hardy
plants because they don’t know when to
stop blooming. They don'’t realize winter is
coming. Most tender perennials bloom for
at least five months of the year (up to ten
months with cossetting). Very few hardy
perennials bloom for five weeks.

I need to be able to garden all year round
in order to stay sane, but | don't like the
garden in winter. It is too cold and too wet
out there. The flowers in my conservatory
keep me going. Of course we also grow
tender plants in order to fill the summer
garden with flowers. | am mad about
Salvias and Gauras (which will survive
outdoors in mild winters if very well-
drained, but | always take a few cuttings in
the autumn just in case). Cannas and
Dahlia tubers need to be brought in for the
winter, but can rest in any frostfree place
when they are not in growth. Remembering
them all in the autumn is a nuisance, but
next spring you will be glad you did.

Virtually all tender perennials are extremely
easy to root from cuttings. Cuttings rooted
in autumn and overwintered in the original
pot take almost no space. Keep them cold
(but not freezing), dry and hungry all
winter. The more stunted they are, the
better they will survive and the sturdier the
resulting plants will be. Pot them up in
March and probably again at the end of
April. Be nice to them in the spring and
they will then grow extremely fast, giving
you big flowering plants to put outside at
the end of May.
